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Collaborative Group Successfully Completes 3 Y ear Effort To Resolve Issues
and Reach Agreement To Protect And Restore The Upper North Feather River
and Lake Almanor

Chester, CA- Resource agencies, conservation organizations, recreation groups, Plumas
County and Pacific Gas and Electric Company along with other stakeholders have reached a
landmark agreement to enhance fish and wildlife habitat, maintain Lake Almanor lake levels,
monitor water quality and provide for recreational facilities development at the utility’s Upper
North Fork Feather River hydroelectric project located in Plumas County.

The Upper North Fork Feather River project is part of Pacific Gas and Electric
Company’s hydroel ectric devel opment on the North Fork Feather River in Northern
Cdifornia. Lake Almanor isthe principle project feature and is also notably one of the more
desirable recreation spotsin California asit provides more water surface areafor recreation of
al reservoirsin Californiawith the exception of Clear Lake and Lake Shasta. The Upper
North Fork Feather River project has five powerhouses that generate enough power to supply
over 300,000 homes.

The U.S. Forest Service, U.S. Department of Interior, U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service,
National Park Service, California Department of Fish and Game, State Water Resources
Control Board, American Whitewater, Plumas County, Mountain Meadows Conservancy,
Chico Paddleheads, Shasta Paddlers, California Sport Fishing Protection Alliance and Pacific
Gas and Electric Company met over a three-year period to review numerous complex
technical studiesin an effort to balance often-competing uses and interests of the various
entities with the project and it’ sfacilities. The effort resulted in the collaborative group
producing awin-win agreement, which will be sent to the Federal Energy Regulatory
Commission (FERC) that includes:
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River flows for the protection and enhancement of fish, wildlife and other aguatic
biotain the project affected river reaches.

River flows for channel maintenance.

River flows for potential river boating opportunities.

River flow gauging for compliance monitoring.

Water level minimums at Lake Almanor and other project reservoirs for the protection
of ecological, recreation and other beneficial uses.

Lake water surface and river flow information for use by the public.

Water quality monitoring to identify any trends in water quality conditions that may
occur over time.

Recreation facilities devel opment including new camping and day-use facilitiesin the

Lake Almanor area.

California faces more relicensing of existing hydroel ectric projects than any other statein
the next decade with approximately 150 dams requiring licenses set to expire in the state over
the next 15 years. It ishoped that FERC will consider this settlement agreement as one truly
reflecting stakeholder interests and providing the best balance of resources.

The settlement agreement will be submitted to FERC with arequest that it form the basis

for anew hydro project operating license.
